Dear Belleview Families, 

CSAP testing will begin in this month for our third, fourth, and fifth grades. Our students will participate in CSAP testing for the 

remainder of this month through March. The Colorado State Assessment Program (CSAP) is an opportunity for our students to show 

what they have learned and demonstrate their progress toward the academic standards.  

The primary purpose of this assessment is to determine the level at which our students meet the Colorado Content Standards in read-

ing, writing, math and science.  You can peruse the standards for each subject and grade level by visiting the Colorado Department 

of Education website at  http://www.cde.state.co.us/cdeassess/documents/OSA/k12_standards.html.  The data from all assessments is 

used to increase awareness of individual student, school, and district progress toward attaining higher achievement levels.  Looking 

at their strengths and areas for growth helps us to continue to provide more comprehensive, prescriptive teaching.  

Our teachers have embedded strategies and concepts into our curriculum throughout the year in order to prepare students for success.  

We request your support at home, as well, in getting your child  ready for the CSAP.  Talk with your child about the importance of 

this assessment.  Please review the schedule in this newsletter carefully.  Below are additional items to prepare your child.   

Attitude - How they approach the exam makes all the difference.  This test is a great opportunity to show what they know. 

Rest –Your child will do best with a full night’s rest before each day of testing.  

Health –Ensure they eat a well-balanced breakfast each morning of testing.  

Support –Encourage your child to do their very best. 

Attendance –Arrive to school on time (by 7:45am) so your child does not miss testing sessions and has time to get settled prior to 

testing.  Students who arrive after tests are begun will wait in the office until the tests are finished and will need to make up the test.  

Please do not schedule appointments or trips on the dates of assessments.  

College Readiness - Taking the CSAP will build testing stamina as they will continue taking tests throughout middle and high 

school, as well as in college. 

Each year we are proud of the effort given by our students on the CSAP tests, and we share our support and encouragement of them 

once again.  Thank you for your partnership in the success of our students.  

On another note, I am awestruck by the many parent  volunteers who support our teachers and students each and every day.  Each 

year, the Cherry Creek Schools Foundation sponsors the Wendy DeBell Exceptional Volunteer of the Year Award.  This award rec-

ognizes volunteers of the Cherry Creek School District for their dedication to our students, faculty, and community.

§ Do not double-park in any row. 

§ You MAY sit in your car in the red curb areas (our Hug and Go Lanes) where there are no 
cones or crosswalks to pick up your child. 

§ You MAY NOT leave your vehicle unattended in the red curb areas. 

§ Please continue to fill in along the curb on the Hug and Go Lanes as cars exit the lot. 

§ All students are to use the crosswalks when crossing the streets. For safety purposes do 
not call them into traffic to load or wave your child over to your car requiring them to cross 
the street somewhere other than our 3 crosswalks.  This puts studentsô safety in jeopardy.  

§ Be vigilant and help watch for children who may get excited when they see a parent and 
dart out into traffic. 

§ Do not park on Campus Dr. This will block the buses from exiting. 

§ Please drive slowly at all times in our lot. The few seconds you save by going fast could 
result in an injured child.

Wellness Tip from the Belleview School Wellness Committee- 

Kids and Vitamin D 

The American Academy of Pediatrics (AAP) recently doubled its recommended minimum intake of vitamin D 
for infants, children and teens, from 200 international units (IU) to 400 IU per day. It appears that many chil-
dren do not get enough vitamin D from sun exposure or from foods and that a deficiency of this nutrient may 
increase kidsô risk for a variety of illnesses. Chewable vitamin D supplements can be found at King Soopers, 
Whole Foods and online. Since vitamin D is fat soluble, giving it to kids after theyôve eaten a meal is best. Itôs 
also okay to give kids a double dose (800 or even 1,000 IU) every other day.
